ENTRANCE EXAM

To study at the Fashion Department, interested
applicants need to pass an ENTRANCE EXAM. The next
possible entrance exam will take place in
January/February 2025 and will be held in 2 PHASES:
PHASE 1 consists of online submission including
uploading a portfolio. All applicants who successfully
complete PHASE 1 are qualified to participate in PHASE
2. PHASE 2 takes place in Vienna at the Fashion
Department, participation in person during this period

is required.

A successfully passed entrance exam is valid for three
semesters. The earliest date to start your studies is
winter term 2025/26, starting October 2025.

The entrance exam will be held in English, knowledge of
the German language is not a precondition.
